Ranger Programs

Junior Rangeii TheJunior Ranger program was de-
veloped by Bureau of Reclamation staff to help children learn
about the natural wonders of Lake Berryessa and the impor-
tance of safety in and around the water. This program is
geared for families and kids from ages 5-12. Information on
being involved in the program can be obtained from a ranger
at the Visitor Center or Water Education & Info Station on sum-
mer weekends, or from Reclamation's Field Office Administra-
tion Building during regular office hours.

Ranger Birthday party Rangers can bring fun ac-
tivities and interesting information to your family or group when
you reserve a shade shelter, and can be available for birthday
parties or other events to introduce information and activities
on the Junior Ranger Program, wildlife, birds of prey, wildflow-
ers, local history, water safety, water conservation, or aquatic
life. Programs must be scheduled in advance. When you
make reservations for the Oak Shores Shade Shelters, be sure
to ask if a Ranger is available for your activity.
